Book Review of Between Voice and Silence: Women and Girls, Race and Relationship

This book presents a kind of case study of 26 “at-risk” girls in their 8th, 9th, and 10th grade years of schooling. They were interviewed once a year by the researchers and this book studies the responses of the girls to these interviews and applies their answers to the possible hardships of their living situations. 


Our group found the topic of this book to be somewhat interesting because it is information that is completely unfamiliar to us. However, the writing style tended to be very repetitive and monotonous. Each chapter seemed to be based on the same few ideas and the information was just built up around those ideas. We found the reading very dense and hard to get through. Even though we do think that the information will be useful to us as hopeful future teachers, we thought that the relaying of that data was not interesting enough to sustain our attention for very long.
