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From a teaching standpoint, I would buy this book the minute I found out I had a deaf student in my classroom. He identifies the particularities of the deaf and Deaf cultures, as well as how deaf/Deaf people interact with Hearing America. As a member of Hearing America, I was realized how ignorant we can be towards this minority group. Heuer explains how being deaf should not be considered a disability but just a different way of life. He submerges you into his world by his sarcastic humor and blunt statements. Heuer presents himself as a no-nonsense kind of guy, which I believe is exactly the message that he wants his readers to get. As a Hearing American, your perceptions of the deaf/Deaf culture or what you thought about deaf people in general will be completely shattered. But you will come away from this book having experienced a glimmer of what it is like to live in Heuer's world where not everyone fits into the "corresponding oval."
